Internacional de Piano "Munich Piano Podium" em Munique (2016) e Primeiro Prémio no
Concurso "Clés d´Or" em Zurique (2018).

Antonia Miller is a prize winner of the German National Competition “Jugend musiziert” in
Braunschweig (2014), “Förderpreis” of the Fritz and Liselotte-Hopf Foundation, top prize winner
at the Siegfried Gschwilm Competition in Augsburg (2016), winner of many special prizes at the
International Piano Competition "Munich Piano Podium" in Munich (2016) and First Prize

Antonia Miller is a fellowship musician of the Yehudi Menuhin “Live Music Now” in Augsburg
and performed over 50 “Live music now” concerts in Bavaria. Since 2016 she is member of
“Centro de Estudios Pianísticos” that gives her opportunities to take part at international
masterclasses and to perform throughout Belgium, Netherlands and Spain.
